Ethnographic Research Project: Phase II  

Last year, the Medical Library was involved 

in a seven-medical school project to evalu-

ate the feasibility of using ethnographic 

research methods to study medical school 

library users.   

Based upon a positive outcome of that pro-

ject, the seven schools applied for and re-

ceived funding to pursue a second stage of 

the study.  This stage will involve twelve 

(12) third-year medical students at each 

institution.   

The research method will be a “day in the 

life” mapping diary.  Each study participant 

will be asked to map their movements for 

one day in a clinical site/s.  The next day, 

they will have a brief (30 minute) interview to 

elicit feedback on their information seeking 

activities during the previous day.   

Recordings of the interviews will be tran-

scribed (anonymously) and then pooled with 

those of the six other sites.  The transcripts 

will be coded to provide insight into how stu-

dents in their clinical year seek and use infor-

mation.   

We’ll be recruiting 12 third-year students in 

the near future.  Please watch for the call 

Class of 2015!!

CK is replacing 

MDConsult, which is no long-

er being developed by the 

vendor.  

ClinicalKey provides vastly 

more content than MDCon-

sult.  Whereas MDConsult 

had approximately 50 e-

books and 50 e-journals, 

ClinicalKey has over 1,000 e

-books and over 500  e-

journals.   

In addition, CK has over 

13,000 procedural videos 

and FirstConsult point-of-

care monographs.  Clini-

calKey is linked on the Li-

brary’s Web page, and the 

link there will also facilitate 

off-campus access via your 

siumed.edu log-in.  CK is opti-

mized for mobile devices 

such as tablets and smart 

phones.  

The ClinicalKey e-journals are 

also available through the 

Library’s A-Z list. 

When using CK , you will en-

counter a main search bar.  

Enter the term you wish to 

search or use the AutoSug-

gest feature to select a term.  

On the left hand side, you 

can filter the search results 

by content type (e.g., books, 

images, video).  Once you 

select content, the left hand 

side will show an outline or 

table of contents.  The center 

panel will include the full-

text.   

To create a personal ac-

count, visit ClinicalKey while 

on the School’s network, 

click on the Register link, 

enter the required infor-

mation (your e-mail address 

will be your user name), and 

select and confirm a pass-

word.   

Use of personal accounts 

will allow you to save search-

es, build a personal reading 

list, and collect and save 

images.
