Is writing for publication on 

your New Year’s resolution 

list?  If so, Mastering Scien-

tific and Medical Writing: A 

Self-Help Guide might be a 

good place to start.   

This slim volume by Silvia 

Rogers aims at providing 

focused and to the point in-

struction and helping those 

who are writing in a language 

that is not their native 

tongue.    

Sections include Words, 

Grammar, Style, Redundancy 

and Jargon, Reference For-

mats, Ethics, and Avoiding 

Plagiarism.  Appendices in-

clude a “scientific writing 

rules at a glance” section 

and a set of exercises and 

solutions for practice.

The glimpse into a day in the 

life of sixty-nine third-year 

medical students from six 

Illinois medical schools pro-

vides an opportunity to see 

how information discovery, 

retrieval, and use take place 

in a fast-paced clinical envi-

ronment.   

While the student partici-

p a n t s  d e m o n s t r a t e d 

knowledge of authoritative 

and in-depth resources for 

medical information, they 

most frequently needed a 

quick, factual answer re-

trieved in a minute or less in 

a hectic clinical setting.  This 

often led to the use of 

Google or Wikipedia on a 

smartphone as a first choice.  

A medically oriented app 

optimized for mobile devices 

was commonly a next step.   

And finally, when more time 

allowed (usually away from 

the exam room and patients), 

the participants would return 

to conditions, medications, 

diagnoses, and treatments 

that had piqued their interest 

during the day for further 

exploration in more academic 

and authoritative resources, 

like PubMed or UptoDate.   

Factors leading to selection 

of particular information tools 

included speed, conven-

ience, lack of need to login, 

recommendations by trusted 

authorities (library, residents, 

attending physicians, other 

students), availability on a 

particular device, and organi-

zation and presentation of 

the information in a useful 

way.

PubMed Central (PMC) is a free digital ar-

chive of full text biomedical and life sciences 

journal literature.   

PMC has a new feature  that  allows you to 

copy and paste styled citations  into your 

manuscripts or use a link to download a file 

for import into a citation manager such as 

EndNote.  

Each result summary now includes a 

"Citation" link.  

Click the Citation link to open a pop-up win-

dow with the citation formatted in one of 

three popular styles: AMA (American Medi-

cal Association), MLA (Modern Language 

Association), or APA (American Psychologi-

cal Association).  

Then copy and paste the citation into your 

manuscript. 

Links at the bottom of the pop-up window 

download the citation into RIS, NBIB, and 

JSON formats. Both RIS and NBIB formats 

can be imported into EndNote or Reference 

Manager.

DynaMed Introduces a New and Improved Mobile App  

DynaMed has released a 

new version of its app for 

android and iphones.  

DynaMed, a clinical refer-

ence tool,  provides evidence

-based information for physi-

cians and other health care 

providers. 

The new DynaMed app fea-

tures a simpler way to au-

thenticate your device and 

no longer requires you to 

enter a serial number. You 

must authenticate from on 

campus and then open the 

authentication email on your 

mobile device to activate it.   

After installing the app and 

downloading the DynaMed 

content, the app can be used 

offline without a wireless 

signal. A wireless signal is 

required to perform updates 

to the DynaMed content 

when updates become avail-

able.  

If you have been using the 

Skyscape or Omnio apps to 

access DynaMed on your 

mobile device, you do not 

have to uninstall those apps 

to download and use the new 

DynaMed app. Note that Sky-

scape  and Omino will no 

longer be updated with the 

latest content from Dy-

naMed.
